Saint Rose School Scrip Program Policies 

Effective January 1, 2010

· In order to participate in the Saint Rose Scrip Program, you must complete a registration form. Only family members of St. Rose School students and/or parishioners or employees of St. Rose may register in this program. Only a registered participant’s check made payable to St. Rose School Scrip Program will be accepted.

· Registrants must direct their Scrip credit to one of the following options at enrollment:

· Personal tuition account. Indicate if you pre-pay or use the FACTS payment option.

· Saint Rose School for investment in the St. Rose Sponsor a Student Program.

· Personal tuition account at a Catholic High School in the Toledo Diocese.

· St. Rose School Employee Earnings Account.

· Monies accumulated in this program will be held in a separate Scrip account. The cut-off date for each school calendar year will be December 31st, after which individual statements will be sent to participants. FACTS payment notices will reflect any Scrip credits accumulated. Pre-paid tuition accounts will have Scrip credits deducted from the following school calendar year, if indicated on the registration form. Any Scrip activity occurring on or after January 1st will be credited to the following school calendar year. 

· The Scrip Program is offered to provide tuition reduction for families AND as a fundraiser for the Saint Rose Sponsor a Student Program. Therefore, the monies accumulated in your Scrip account will only be paid to your requested designation in #2 above. If #2a and #2c are selected, profits generated from an individual’s account are split 75/25; 75% is credited to the participant’s final tuition payment, and 25% is donated to Saint Rose School for investment in the St. Rose Sponsor a Student Program. If #2b is selected, all profits from the individual’s account are donated to the school Sponsor a Student Program. If #2d is selected, profits generated from an individual’s account are split 75/25; 75% is disbursed to the participant in the form of gift cards, and 25% is donated to Saint Rose School for investment in the St. Rose Sponsor a Student Program. If a participant’s child(ren) should no longer attend Saint Rose School for any reason or an employee no longer be employed at St. Rose, the monies accumulated in their Scrip account will be credited to any outstanding tuition they may have, and donated to Saint Rose School Sponsor a Student Program, as described in #2 above. If there is no outstanding tuition balance, all monies in the account will be donated to the school Sponsor a Student Program. All amounts will be rounded to the nearest dollar.

· St. Rose School families who would like to continue participation in the program to accumulate tuition earnings for a local Catholic High School within the Toledo Diocese may direct their earnings via the program registration form. Profits generated from an individual’s account are split 75/25; 75% is directed to the participant’s Catholic High School tuition account, as selected, and 25% is donated to Saint Rose School for investment in the St. Rose School Sponsor a Student Fund.

· Only individual accounts that have accumulated a Scrip year-end minimum balance of $50 will be eligible to have the monies deducted from tuition payments. This policy reduces bookkeeping time and encourages regular participation in the Scrip Program.

· Use of Kazmaier’s Re-loadable Card is tracked by Kazmaier’s, and reported to a St. Rose Scrip volunteer on a monthly basis. If a re-loadable card is left with a zero balance in excess of 30 days, the card will no longer be actively tracked by Kazmaier’s and any reloads and the resulting earnings will not be accumulated. It is the responsibility of the card holder to maintain a minimum balance to insure active tracking and reporting of reloads. The St. Rose Scrip Program and the program volunteers are not responsible for any reloads not reported by Kazmaier’s.  Kazmaier’s reloadable cannot be ordered online, participates must fill out a Kazmaier’s order form to purchase.

· Registered Scrip participants, who have linked their Kroger Plus Card to Saint Rose School (#80953), will earn Scrip credit through Kroger’s Community Rewards Program.   Use of the Kroger Community Rewards program is tracked by the Kroger Company and reported to a St. Rose Scrip volunteer on a quarterly basis.  Kroger requires participants re-enroll on an annual basis.  Due to the quarters set by Kroger, Community Reward earnings will run November 1st thru October 31st.  Earnings will be added to participants Scrip accounts in the year which the quarterly reports are received from Kroger.  The St. Rose Scrip Program and the program volunteers are not responsible for any earnings not reported by the Kroger Company.  Refer to www.krogercommunityrewards.com for program details.

· Scrip accounts are not available for personal cash withdrawal, as we are a non-profit organization.

· All Scrip orders must be accompanied with a written check from a registered participant in the amount owed. Checks or cash received from a family member of a registered participant is permitted. We advise against using cash. There will be a $30 fee for checks returned for non-sufficient funds. No new orders will be processed on accounts with returned checks until such accounts are current, including the N.S.F. fee.

·  All Scrip orders should be placed on-line via the NOSA website (www.nosa.us).  If you do not have internet access, Scrip orders may be submitted to the school office in a sealed envelope marked “Scrip.” Deadline for orders is MONDAY at 9am.  Payment for all orders must be received by Monday at 9AM in order to be processed.  Orders are processed weekly, unless otherwise noted, due to holiday schedules. Filled orders will be sent home via the weekly grade school brown envelopes or preschool folders.   School employees will be distributed through employee mailboxes.

· Saint Rose School and the Scrip Program Volunteers will not be held responsible for misdirected orders, or Scrip certificates lost or stolen after proper distribution.

· Saint Rose School Scrip Program purchases the majority of the scrip certificates through the Northwest Ohio Scrip Association (NOSA). Guidelines for specific Scrip merchants’ certificates may be accessed via the NOSA website: www.nosa.us. All discounts offered are subject to change at the discretion of the above mentioned vendors and/or merchants.

· Scrip Program volunteers reserve the right to revise these policies as deemed necessary.
